THIRTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

Have you ever heard the expression, óItôs all about youô?  I imagine that most of us have heard this, but do we really      

believe it?  Our culture tells us that everything centers around me and whatever I want or think is right.  This attitude 

produces a relativism which is destructive to community life and civil discourse.  Do you wonder why there is so much 

incivility in our world? 

It is a direct result of the narcissism of our times in which it is all about me!  When we are all self-centered rather than 

other-oriented, we end up producing hell on earth, which sadly we see all to often today.  What Jesus teaches us is quite 

the opposite when disciples of Christ make sacrifices to love one another as He first loved us.  In MK 10:45, Jesus states 

that ñThe Son of Man came not to be served but to serve and give his life in ransom for many.ò  In todayôs gospel,                 

MT 10:38-39, Jesus says that ñ...whoever does not take up his cross and follow after me is not worthy of me.  Whoever 

finds his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life for my sake will find it.ò The Catechism of the Catholic Church 

states in CCC 2015: ñThe way of perfection passes by way of the Cross.  There is no holiness without renunciation and 

spiritual battle.  Spiritual progress entails the ascesis and mortification that gradually lead to living in the peace and joy 

of the Beatitudes.ò Let us examine our ways to see if we are building up a civilization of love in which we have civil  

discourse, even with those with whom we disagree vehemently, or a culture of hate in which we demonize everyone with 

whom we differ.  May we use more self control and charity when encountering ñthe otheròïwhether in politics, religion, 

culture or otherwise.
