SEVENTEENTH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME 

The theme for this Sundayôs Liturgy is óthe pearl of great priceò (MT 13:46).  What is 

the ñprecious pearlò that you would do anything to obtain?  For some it is power, for 

others fame, for still others wealth and the list goes on.  When Solomon was given the 

opportunity to ask for anything of the Lord God, he asked for an understanding heart.  

Solomon indicates that this was so that he might ñjudge your people and distinguish 

right from wrongò (1 Kings 3:9).  Do we not need to make the same petition in our own 

time?  How far we have gotten from being able to distinguish between right and wrong.  

In fact, in the modern world, evil often masquerades as good and good is looked upon 

as wrong!  This is exactly the kind of upside down world which Our Lord came to              

redeem and yet we appear to be throwing it back into Jesusô face.  Let us all pray for 

true discernment and a renewed outpouring of the gifts of the Holy Spirit.  In this way, we may indeed have 

the true wisdom which draws our hearts to eternal realities and the counsel to avoid what leads us into sin and 

away from God.  Then we will discover what St. Paul taught in Romans 8:28-29: ñWe know that all things 

work for good for those who love God, who are called according to his purpose.  For those he foreknew he  

also predestined to be conformed to the image of his Son....ò  Come Lord Jesus and fill us with the gifts of 

your Holy Spirit so that we may treasure the pearl of great priceïour relationship with You!
