SOLEMNITY OF CORPUS CHRISTI 

Today the Church celebrates the gift of Corpus Christi, the Holy Eucharist, on the                  

Solemnity of the Body and Blood of Christ.  What a gift God has for us in the Eucharist, 

truly the Body and Blood of the Savior, Jesus Christ.  Notice that in todayôs gospel, Jesus 

goes to the upper room where he has a Passover meal in which He institutes the Eucharist 

when taking the bread, blessing it, breaking it and giving it to the apostles, saying ñthis is 

my body.... this is my blood...ò MK 14:22-23.  Jesus did not say that it was a sign of his 

body or a symbol of his blood, but rather He said that it is my body, it is my blood.  This 

we take on faith at Jesusô word.  While it is true that Jesus often used symbolic or                  

parabolic language, we know that when Jesus gave an extensive teaching on the literal 

meaning of the Eucharist in Johnôs Gospel, chapter 6, many could not accept it and left 

JesusïJN 6:66.  Jesus did not run after those leaving to say that He was only speaking 

symbolically but rather Jesus asked his apostles if they would leave him as well.  Peter 

answered  in JN 6:68 ñLord, to whom shall we go?  You have the words of eternal life....ò  Yes, Jesusô words are 

true and we can trust the Lordôs revelation about his humble and generous gift of himself to us in the Eucharist.  

God continues to humble himself by coming to us under the appearance of mere bread and wine, yet truly the God 

Man Jesus Christ!  God has a banquet of infinite grace waiting for us, yet we treat the Blessed Sacrament with such 

disregard that it would appear that we would rather be somewhere else dining on some earthly food which will 

nourish us only temporarily. Let us not take the Holy Eucharist for granted any longer, but rather ask for the grace 

to receive Our Lord with true fervor and reverence.  Then, let us go out into the world bearing the fruit of this           

divine communion by witnessing to Godôs love for all.
