SEVENTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME   

 

Todayôs liturgy reveals Almighty God as the great provider of blessings.  

Whatever our need, God is ready and willing to come to our assistance when 

we seek the Lord in all sincerity.  In our gospel for the day, John 6:1-15, we 

see a crowd gathered to listen to Jesus, seemingly too large to feed.  When 

Jesus asks Philip to get the food, he finds the task impossible.  Andrew, 

however, points out a boy who had five barley loaves and two fish.  Jesus 

then works a miracle of abundance with the little that was brought to him by 

multiplying it to feed thousands.  When we bring our gifts to the Lord, no 

matter how small we think they may be, God can work wonders and bring 

forth many blessings.  In his Letter to the Ephesians 4:1-3, St. Paul reminds us to live in a manner worthy of 

the call you have received, with all humility and gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another through 

love, striving to preserve the unity of the spirit through the bond of peace.... With so much strife and division 

apparent in our world, let us do our part by offering God our gift of building unity by humbly listening to             

people of all persuasions and then serving them in charity, remembering that we are children of the one Lord 

and Father of us all.
