From the Pastor  

FOURTH SUNDAY OF LENT 

Today we hear the great parable of the Prodigal Son in LK 15:11-32.  Like so many of us, the 

prodigal son spent his youth foolishly, wasting his inheritance on carousing and drinking.   

Ending up broke, the prodigal son had to work on a pig farm, considered unthinkable for a Jew 

who considers this to be an unclean animal.  Recognizing the desperation of his circumstances, 

the prodigal decides to seek reconciliation with his father with whom he was estranged by            

returning in humility and repentance to his fatherôs home.  The parable reaches a blessed               

climax when the father welcomes his prodigal son home with celebration and restores him to 

his full dignity in the family.  Though the prodigalôs elder brother resents this reconciliation 

and celebration, the father points out that it was a sort of resurrection from the dead which calls 

for true rejoicing.  All of us have at one point in our lives been lost to sin, but God wants to 

find us and bring us back into the Kingdom of grace through reconciliation.  In this parable, 

Jesus reveals the depths of the Heavenly Fatherôs mercy and love for us, no matter how far we have strayed from God.  

In 2 Cor 5:17-21, St. Paul sees us as ambassadors of Christ ñas if God were appealing through usò (verse 20) for the             

reconciliation Jesus desires for all souls. The Church is ready to be the vehicle of anyoneôs return to God.  Therefore, let 

us not resent the prodigals, as did the elder brother, but welcome them, as does the Father of us all.
