As the                   

religious have been so generous to us in our education, healthcare and spiritual lives, let us 

return the blessing with a truly supportive collection next weekend.  Thanks to all the                  

religious who have blessed us with grace and love for so many years as well as to the parish 

priests who have dedicated themselves to our service.
